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NATURAL PHILOSOPHY OF THE AMERICAN ENLIGHTENER
CADWALLADER COLDEN

During the history of early American philosophy, interest in European philosophy intensified
in the North American colonies during the Enlightenment period. On the one hand, it is due to the loss
of the strength of the influence of puritanism with its rigorous worldview, on the other hand, to the growth in
the quantity and quality of scientific discoveries. In the understanding of American philosophers, nature has
turned from a scene of the unfolding of divine history into a scientific laboratory, the secrets of which could be
revealed experimentally. At a time when the “American Philosophical Society” was opening in the colonies,
when American scientists were actively engaged in scientific correspondence with European colleagues,
the figure of Cadwallader Colden, important for the history of early American philosophy, appeared. His
extraordinary ideas influenced the science of the 18th century. The American philosopher published several
philosophical treatises on physics, mathematics, ethics, he studied the nature of the mind, psyche, physiology,
and space. His philosophical views were formed under the influence of the natural philosophy of Isaac Newton,
whose works can also be identified as natural philosophical. The purpose of the article is to reconstruct
the natural philosophical views of the thinker, analyze the influence of the ideas of European scientists
and the influence of Cadwallader Colden. As a result of studying the philosophical heritage of the thinker,
his ideas were not considered through the prism of modern physics, astronomy, or cosmology, because in
the absence of a vector for the development of philosophical knowledge, each era and each philosophical
thought becomes a unique object of historical and philosophical research. Cadwallader Colden’s views on
the nature of physical phenomena are problematic, because, carefully studying the properties of bodies
and the nature of their influence, he, on the one hand, using the ancient concept of the ether, on the other,
the modern theory of gravity by that time. The American natural philosopher tried to explain the nature
of gravity, using the example of the solar system, which holds the planets in their orbits and does not allow
them to scatter. In his understanding, it is impossible to imagine the process of transferring force from one
agent to another without a conditional mediator. In addition, since on the scale of the Solar system, we are
not talking about hundreds and thousands of miles, but about millions of miles, then to transfer the force
of gravity from one celestial body to another there must be an intermediary, and he considered the ether to be
this intermediary. Since the theory of gravity is still a theory, it is the philosophical analysis of the principles
of this phenomenon that remains relevant, and an appeal to the natural philosophical experience of thinkers
of the past will allow us to look at the problem from a different angle.
