IN RESOLVING MILITARY CONFLICTS: EXPERIENCE FOR UKRAINE

The relevance of the study is that the scientific interest in political mediation in domestic science
and politics is becoming more noticeable, in particular, this is due to the socio-political events taking place in
our country as a result of Russia's armed aggression against Ukraine. The political activity of any democratic
state in foreign and domestic policy is closely connected with the search for optimal effective solutions in
case of contradictions and disagreements, with the search for ways to resolve conflicts that cause the least
negative political, social and economic consequences for the state.

The necessity and urgency of analyzing conflicts and resolving them through political mediation is
also due to the fact that in the modern world in general and in countries that have embarked on democratic
institutions and abandoned authoritarian or totalitarian relations and regimes, especially internal or interstate
conflict, they often acquire the highest degree of prevalence and severity, turn into forms of destructive
armed conflicts that threaten severe material losses and human casualties. Despite the available publications
in this area, the authors believe that more careful attention is needed to this issue. The above determines
the further study of ways to resolve military conflicts using the methodology of the political environment,
the acceptability of the use of mediation technologies in resolving military conflicts, as well as clarifying
the specifics of resolving conflicts through mediation.

The authors emphasize that it is possible to distinguish the existence of political mediation in
the settlement of military conflicts at two levels: domestic and international, according to this classification
will differ, both the procedures of mediation and their scope. The authors of the study substantiate
the opinion that the role of mediation in resolving military conflicts is extremely important, because in
democratic systems of states they are settled on the basis of democratic principles, and in authoritarian
political systems — administrative-bureaucratic.
