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“ECOLOGICAL SELF” AS A CONSEQUENCE OF SOLAR ACTIVITY
IN THE PHILOSOPHY OF G. BERKELEY & F. MATHEWS
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The article reveals an aspect of reality beyond the gap between culture and nature. “The ecological
self is a natural self on the far side of the culture/nature divide” [1, c. 6]. This gap of dual personal perception
between social formation and the natural world can be overcomed with the help of such awareness as
“The artifact should be considered as a potential expression of natural life.Then nature will no longer
be understood as something we have not touched, but rather as something deeper, something that can be
expressed in our handiwork just as it works in the hands of a spider or a bee” [1, c. 6]. Research is being
conducted regarding solar activity and human mental states. The fundamental properties of biomimicry are
described in the frameworks of “Ecological Self’research in the philosophy of G. Berkeley& F. Mathews.
The relevance of the research is reflected in the modern conditions of natural diversity, in which the risk
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factor of environmental disasters is growing. Selfish consumption of natural resources is one of the serious
problems for society and cultural space. To solve this problem, the education of an ethical attitude
towards natural resources is considered. The state of nature is a mirror of human soul. This imperceptible
contemplation of the world in itself as a part of the whole being is not always clear at the superficial level.
Two parallel processes are examined: ethical rebirth and self-identification on an ethical basis. It is especially
keenly experienced in the period of self-determination of the “Ecological Self”. Attention is focused on
a person’s personal worldview, which brings his mental state closer to natural conditions. An individual has
the opportunity to adapt to a new level of his own existence. Consciousness goes from egocentric perception
to ecocentric.The main field for research is environmental ethics. The main question is how exactly to save
one’s own energy so as not to deplete the treasures of nature.Conativity and least resistance are seen as tools
for a possible transition to a new quality of life on the entire planet.The principles of conativity regarding
the “Ecological Self” are considered. Reflective awareness is revealed in the form of the will to realization.
The importance of the connotative component for the realization of the full natural potential in the process
of interaction with the Ecosystem and internal space is emphasized.
