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The relevance of the raised issue is due to the fact that the Brexit experience suggests analogies
with media coverage of national election campaigns in our country, and Russian interference in
the British referendum provides an understanding of the nature and consequences of Russia’s informational
and psychological war against Ukraine. The purpose of the article is to analyze the media discourse of Great
Britain regarding the investigation of abuses, violations that may have occurred during the June 2016 Brexit
referendum.

They concerned three main blocks: illegal agitation; financial fraud; Russian interference in the
election process.

Considering the analysis of the top media “The Guardian”, “The Independent”, “The Financial
Times”, “The Observer”, “Mirror” and others, which patronized the “Remain” position, and “The Sun”,
“The Daily Mail”, “The Daily Express”, “The Daily Telegraph”, “The Sunday Times”, which advocated
the “Leave” position, it is shown that the British public was systematically informed about the progress
and results of investigations into the use of large sums of money by campaign groups for election campaigns
( Vote Leave, Britain Stronger in Europe, Veterans for Britain, etc.), which far exceeded their official
budgets.Investigations into allegations of financial abuse and manipulation of public opinion by certain
political parties, leaders and activists were widely covered.

The British media presented the subject of Russian interference in the 2016 referendum campaign
in a controversial and contradictory manner: realities are intertwined with assumptions, conjectures,
conspiracies, and sensationalism. Public and social media fueled civil society’s interest in investigations
into the alleged connections of British politicians with various factions of Russian elements who patronized
the “Leave” position.These “lessons of democracy” are interesting and useful for Ukraine, which is resisting
armed aggression and informational expansion by the Russian Federation and is trying to achieve standards
for full membership in the European Union.
